After a peaceful night's sleep, you embark on your 

first venture into the wilderness. If you are here in 

June, July and August prepare to head out on a 

zodiac. Searching for porpoise, sea lions and bears 

along the shore is what your day holds. 

September is Grizzly Bear season. Covered 

boats will take you into the Orford River Valley and 

onto the Holmalco First Nation's traditional territory. 

Venturing into the forest, the guides take you onto 

the platforms constructed to view the bears as they 

roam river banks to feed on salmon.  

On each trip, guides share local knowledge 

and teach a deep respect for wildlife.

On Day 3, you will take a boat trip to Wildcoast’s 

remote Orca Camp in Johnstone Strait. 

Located directly beside the Robson Bight 

Ecological Reserve, camp is situated in the heart 

of Orca territory. A no road access location where 

only few have the privilege to go. 

Seeing Killer Whales (Orcas) in their natural 

habitat is breathtaking – imagine sea kayaking 

where they roam.

You’ll be paddling where whale encounters are 

frequent along the coast. Camp is located next

to the Robson Bight Ecological reserve. This is 

prime killer whale territory where orcas forage, 

travel, rest and socialize. 

Magical sunrise paddles will have you piercing 

the glassy waters and listening for Orca blows 

beyond the mist. After dinner, sunset paddles 

will place you perfectly for views of the awe- 

inspiring hues of the sunset. 

And when you are looking for a quiet day, grab 

a camp chair and relax on the rocky camp 

beach. You'll have the perfect vantage point to 

watch for whales that come to feed off the 

salmon swimming in the kelp beds just meters 

away.

Your final evening at the resort provides the 

chance for one last dip in the hot tub or time 

hanging out on the dock.

TYPICAL  
ITINERARY
DAY 1: Make your way to beautiful Quadra 

Island. Check-in time at your resort is 3:00 pm.  

If you arrive on the island early, take a stroll 

through some of the quaint shops in Quathiaski 

Cove or visit Rebecca Spit for a easy hike 

or refreshing swim. 

DAY 2: A delicious continental Breakfast is 

provided at the Resort. 

For guests arriving in June, July and August, 

your Wildlife Tour will depart at 1pm on the 

resort dock. For those arriving in September, 

your Grizzly tour will depart at 8:40am from the 

Resort dock.  

DAY 3: Time to head out for your 4 days at Orca 

Camp. Meet the water taxi at the Resort Dock at 

8:00am. Your expert guide and the captain will 

brief you about your boat ride to camp. The 2.5 

hour journey passes through the Discovery 

Passage and the infamous 'Seymour Narrows' . 

Sightings of porpoises, dolphins, and whales are 

common even before reaching camp. 

Arriving at camp, you'll be greeted by camp staff 

and settled into your wilderness accommodations. 

An afternoon kayak orientation will prepare you for 

your first paddle. 

DAY 4: A full day of exploration along the coast in 

your kayak awaits. While you paddle in killer whale 

territory listening for orca blows, your guides will 

provide details about the resurgence of wildlife in 

this remote part of the coast as well as the ongoing 

threats to this critical habitat. Not only is being on 

the water spectacular, but you will also venture 

inland to a beautiful waterfall where the brave can 

go for a dip in the glacial waters. 

DAY 5: It's time to venture across Johnstone Strait to 

the island opposite camp. Kayaking along the 

shores we will keep a lookout for bears and cubs 

that often forage on the beach. After the day's 

paddling adventures evening will be topped off with 

a native sauna, a great end to a fantastic day.  

DAY 6: One last chance for a sunrise paddle. Soak 

up the final moments of your wilderness experience 

while hanging out on the beach awaiting the water 

taxi. 

You will arrive back at the resort at approximately 

3:00 pm.  Consider a dip in the hot tub under the 

stars on your final night.  

DAY 7: After waking up in the luxury of crisp linens in 

the peaceful beauty of the Resort, it's time to wrap 

up your adventure. Check out time on this last day 

is 11:00am.
